EXHIBIT INFORMATION

The City of Encinitas Civic Arts Program (CAP) provides solo and group exhibition opportunities to local artists. More than 32 six-week-long two-dimensional and three-dimensional exhibits are mounted each year at civic galleries located in City Hall and the Encinitas Library. The CAP was established in 2001 as a service to local artists and is an initiative of the City of Encinitas Commission for the Arts. 

ELIGIBILTY

The Civic Arts Program is open to artists who, 1) live in Encinitas (age 18 and older), 2) work out of a studio in Encinitas, 3) are a current member of one of the city’s visual art organizations: 101 Artists’ Colony, San Dieguito Art Guild, North County Photographic Society, Misti Washington Gourd and Basket Guild or, 4) are currently enrolled in art instruction in Encinitas. Amateur and professional artists are encouraged to apply. 

PROCESS

Interested artists must submit an application and support materials. Applications are accepted from January through October of the year. A Selection Committee, comprised of gallery directors, visual art instructors and professional artists, is organized by the Commission for the Arts. The committee meets to jury the applications and determine the exhibit schedule for the following year. Artist notification begins in November.

ARTIST REQUIREMENTS

Artists who are selected to exhibit will be required to: 

1) Complete a Waiver of Indemnity and Liability releasing the City of any liability from artwork damage, loss or theft.
2) Publicize and promote the exhibit and opening reception to their clients, contacts and the media.
3) Be responsible for installation and de-installation, with the assistance of the Arts Administrator.
4) Provide wall signs, on white paper, for each artwork listing: title, media, year, artist name, price or NFS, phone number, email, and website. The sign is placed to the bottom right of each work.
5) Host an Opening Reception, if you choose, and be responsible for all costs associated with the reception. Alcoholic beverages are not allowed at Encinitas City Hall but are allowed in the Encinitas Library Community Room (no red wine).
TWO-DIMENSIONAL EXHIBITS 

Paintings, photography, mixed media, etc. The Civic Center Gallery, with 76’ of hanging space, and the Encinitas Library Community Room, with 92’ of hanging space, are outfitted with professional hanging systems. All work must have wire on the back for hanging.
THREE-DIMENSIONAL EXHIBITS 

Sculpture, pottery, glass, mixed media, jewelry, etc. The City Hall gallery has a locking case (6’ T x 
9’ W x 16” D) with an adjustable halogen lighting system and removable glass shelves. Large works may be exhibited adjacent to the case. The Encinitas Library lobby is outfitted with six lighted exhibit cases with a square Plexiglas dome on top (each case is 4’ tall, exhibition area is 2’ T x 2’ W x 2’ D). 

ART SALES

All income from the sale of art goes to the artist, there is no gallery commission. Artists are encouraged to lower the prices of work exhibited given there is no gallery commission. Affordably priced art sells well in the galleries. Sales are by mutual agreement between the artist and purchaser. Work that is sold must remain in the gallery for the duration of the exhibit. 
MARKETING
The artist is responsible to promote the exhibit to their clients, friends and the media—a Media Contact List is available upon request from the Arts Administrator. Exhibit and Opening Reception information is included in the city’s Arts & Events Calendar which is distributed to the community via weekly emails, and available in hard copy at city libraries, City Hall, Community Center, and the 3 MainStreet association offices.
